Economic Benefits *

T Visitor Spending in 2009 accounted for $14,342,000
in economic benefits for communities within 60
miles of Morristown National Historical Park; of
which non-local visitors spent an estimated
$13,359,000.

T Impacts of non-local spending —171 local jobs;
adding value of $10,554,000 to the local economy
in tourism related activities (lodging, retail trade,
restaurants, and amusements).

T $94,657,000 economic benefits from national park
tourism in 2009 for the state of New Jersey.

Morristown National Historical Park

T The nation’s FIRST national historical park
authorized in 1933.

T Annual visitation of 298,060 in 2009.

¥ Museum Archival Collection contains 45,000 bound
volumes, including 17,500 journals, diaries, letter
books, military orderly books and other documents.

T Museum Artifact Collection has over 40,000 objects.

¥ Museum Archeology Collection has over
20,000 objects.

¥ 1,300 acres in Jockey Hollow including 27 miles
of trails, historic hut reproductions, and connection
to Morris County Patriot’s Path trail and Lewis
Morris Park.

Morristown National Historical Park
FACTS:

¥ Authorized by Congress in 1933 as the first
National Historical Park in the National Park
System, the park commemorates the commitment
of George Washington and his army, who spent
the two critical winters of 1777 and 1779-80 in
Morristown during the American Revolution.

The park features Washington’s Headquarters
(Ford Mansion and Museum), Jockey Hollow
and Fort Nonsense.
